We are also involved in developing the motor and social skills of children in
care in our local area. We work with Care Visions - an organisation that
takes youngsters from Social Services into as natural an environment as
possible. They have the chance to ride and drive with 1:1 support and, as
their skills improve, compete alongside other Junior Chariots members. It
is this structure and discipline that enables them to feel totally nurtured
and produces the best that they have to give, often surprising
themselves.
